Today, the Château Haut Landon is the largest of our three vineyards and is grown in Bordeaux Supérieur appellation.

The nose opens with

spicy, very harmonious notes of peanut. The attack is supple in the mouth,

accompanied with fine tannins that give a most interesting sweetness. The long

finish ends on a harmonious note of ripe fruit and wood.
